Defensive Medicine to
Avoid Liability Lawsuits
is Widespread

Many doctors in a nationwide survey agreed that unnecessary
diagnostic tests will not end without protections against
unwarranted lawsuits.  About nine in 10 physicians said doctors
order more tests and procedures than patients need so they can
protect themselves against lawsuits, according to a study in the
June 28 Archives of Internal Medicine. The study notes that the
cost of defensive medicine is estimated to be $60 billion annually.

On-Call Pay for
Primary Care 

Editor’s Note: Non-payment by hospi-
tals or gross discrepancy of payments
still exists in ER call.  CPT Code 99026
and 99027 -Hospital Mandated On-Call
per hour have existed for many years.

More than 43% of primary care
providers received some form of
additional compensation for on-call
coverage, according to a Medical
Group Management Association
(MGMA) survey.   Family practitioners
with and without OB/GYN coverage
earned between $100 and $110 per
day and $588 on holidays, MGMA
said, while internists earned about
$200 per day. In comparison, general
surgeons earned $905 per day and
$3,000 on holidays, the group said.
Almost half of nonsurgical specialists
responding to the MGMA survey
reported no additional compensation
for their on-call coverage, while nearly
three-fourths of surgery specialists
were compensated for on-call services.
